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Religious Studies is provided for all pupils and is inclusive and broad minded. Parents do have the right to withdraw pupils from RS: if you wish to do this, make an appointment with the subject leader Mrs Walsh. The school does not support selective withdrawal from RS and parents must be aware that if they remove their child 
from RS lessons they have to provide their own RS teaching which cannot impact on the student’s attendance to school.
